5. They are not only dead but doubly dead, for they have been pulled out by the roots. 
6. 13They are like wild waves of the sea, churning [stirring] up the dirty foam of their shameful deeds. Follow them and you will hear lot of bad news about them.

7. They are wandering stars, heading for everlasting gloom and darkness. From verse 16

8. They are loudmouthed braggarts, 
9. And they flatter others to get favours in return.
10. Now they are here,  from verse 19

11. and they are the ones who are creating divisions among you.

12. They live by natural instinct because they do not have God’s Spirit living in them. Verse 19

2.2. What must we do now in this situation? Verse 21-23

2.2.1. But build your lives on the foundation of your holy faith. 2.2.2. And continue to pray as you are directed by the Holy Spirit.
2.2.3. Live in such a way that God’s love can bless you as you wait for the eternal life that our Lord Jesus Christ in his mercy is going to give you.
2.2.4.  Show mercy to those whose faith is wavering. 
2.2.5. Rescue others by snatching them from the flames of judgment.

3. As a conclude

Verse 24-25   all glory to God, who is able to keep you from stumbling, and who will bring you into his glorious presence innocent of sin and with great joy. 25 All glory to him, who alone is God our Savior, through Jesus Christ our Lord. Yes, glory, majesty, power, and authority belong to him, in the beginning, now, and forevermore. Amen.
