INTRODUCTION.

1. Samson was a son of miracles, born with a special assignment. To release the Israelites from the hands of the philistines single handily. No where in the Bible where we hear that Samson was followed by a bunch of soldiers. This was a very unique assignment to be done by one single man trusting God for all his movements. 

2. His life was guided by God from birth what he was supposed to be, = Nazarene which means special chosen by God for a specific unusual task.  

3. His parents knew about this special assignment as they were told by an angel.

4. Special food was prescribed for the boy by God himself.

5. His power was never experienced before through any other person.

Let alone all the plunders he ended up in, let us look at the positive site of this man.

1. He was a man of great action and wherever he went something happened.

1.1. He went to Timnah and on his way he came across a lion. The lion represent a dangerous animal and a dangerous assignment. Samson never run away from this danger in front of him. He faced the problem squarely in its eyes and because of his faith and trust in God and the power vested on him, the lion was killed. This was the only lion he killed and he never went on chasing after lions even when he found out that he was able to kill one through the help of God the Almighty. 
1.2. Out of the lion [strong thing] an idiom was formed. Sweet thing came out of that dangerous animal. The “lionick” situation that we are afraid of, God can do something great that can help others. He ate out of the dead carcass of the lion and not he alone but he gave the sweet honey to his parents too.

1.3. But Samson never made a doctrine out of this lion that if I continue killing lions, we will have a continuous supply of honey. He knew that the miracle and the supply was for that particular time and he wanted t tab more from God’s endless mysterious ways of performing miracles and showing himself as the only Almighty God. This situation was never repeated in the entire bible and Samson never formed a doctrine out of this miracle. Our culture of doing things stops to out flow of God’s blessings and new ways to move in our lives. We make God a stranded person who cannot move our lives as individuals, in our churches as a convention to change the mind set [paradigm shift] of the times of late Rev Dennis Aphane and other faith legends of the gospel of Jesus Christ in the Baptist circle. Yes the gospel they preached and illustrations they used was relevant to their own time. The question is “ Are those sermons and illustrations still relevant to our situations?” I doubt I was in Malawi recently and what I saw cannot be interpreted in our own South African situation. Which we regard as achievement in our churches, cars that are parked in our church yards, in Malawi you cannot speak about cars being blessings, they are praying for Bicycles as great blessings for their context. Your message should address them in the language they would understand. Amazingly their level of faith is far above some of us, as they travel 10 up to 20 km by bicycles going to church carrying one another with these bicycles or cycling next to one another as they give courage to each other. The climax of ministry here is when you have preached your lungs out; you must give to the progress of the projects of these churches. The gospel of prosperity that comes only to the pastor doesn’t apply here. I was the happiest person after a revival here giving out of my pocket money assistant to the church and to the pastor. I was more perplexed and puzzled when I was told that the money given was the right and timeous answer to the toilet projects for the church in Blantyre. While the pastor’s gift was a right and timeous gift towards the repair of his car that broke while on his way to pick me up from the airport.
1.4. Samson was a determined soldier. 
“I will not stop until I am satisfied” Verse 7 he fought until to the end he died fighting.

2. Sampson killed thousands of philistines through a jawbone of a donkey.
2.1. That jawbone without any shadow of doubt worked for Samson. But Samson never hanged on that Jawbone of the donkey as the only way God uses. The Bible says he drew it away after praising God for the victory. I believe Samson could have reproduced that jawbone and introduced it to other prophets as the powerful tool that God has used to kill the enemies, but Samson appreciated the power of God through the Jawbone when he praised God for what he did. But then he moved on by throwing the jawbone away and trusted God for yet another relevant way of continuous out flow of his power as he glorified his name. Samson threw away the jawbone. Baptist Convention of South Africa, it is time to trust our God for our own survival by throwing away things that use to help us, financially outside donors that are now tired of us. God is not stranded with ways and means of taking us further. We are the ones who are stranded with our own policies of many years ago. Some of us do not even understand some of these policies what they really mean. We have different interpretations concerning the way God work. Can we allow the positive spirit that was in Samson in exception of the spirit of Delilah to operate in us and allow God to guide us through his Holy Spirit in these last days? 

3. He would not stop until he was satisfied. Judges 15: 3
